Establish turf

This competency is about establishing turf in sporting, public recreational open space, and/or domestic situations and describes the standard required to: 
· Determine turf establishment methods and requirements from plans or other [verbal] sources

· Organise work and use tools, equipment and machinery for a turf establishment project

· Implement a turf establishment project and

· Maintain and store turf establishment machinery and equipment

WORK STANDARD

To meet this work standard you must be able to…

Plant turf

THIS MEANS:

The planting site is prepared to a state ready to receive seed or sod.
Soil is tested on site to determine the requirement for ameliorants.

The placement and planting method of the plant material are consistent with the turf type.

The newly planted turf is watered and top-dressed.

Manage newly established turf

THIS MEANS:

The newly established turf is watered and fertilised according to need and method of planting.

The turf is mowed according to a specified pattern and height.

The newly established turf is monitored, problems identified, and any changes are reported.

Top dressing is applied according to the establishment plan.

Report and repair areas of damaged turf

THIS MEANS:

The newly planted turf is observed for health and vigour during the growing in phase.

The turf condition is observed for quality.

Any reports and recommendations are made to a supervisor.

Responsibility

Turf establishment is likely to be under limited supervision from others with checking only related to overall progress.  

Routine

The work is normally done within routines, methods and procedures where some discretion and judgement is required in the selection of machinery and equipment, work organisation, services, actions, and achieving outcomes within time and budget constraints.

Horticulture

Turf establishment involves the application of horticultural knowledge with depth in some areas and a broad range of horticultural skills.  

Safety

All tools and equipment chosen are appropriate to the task being undertaken, used according to guidelines, and safe working practices are employed.
