The year 1993 saw the brand take on a different avatar for the first time, in the “PRE-VENDOME” period, when it brought out two of its limited editions of Panerai watches, MARE NOSTRUM and LUMINOR into the civilian world. There was no looking back ever since. The audience loved it, and PANERAI OFFICINE found its biggest fan in none other than the Hollywood heartthrob, Sylvester Stallone. And it was on his very request that the brand conjured three series of the two famous Panerai watches, even marking it as ‘SLYTECH”. Panerai further paid tribute to the actor by starting the SLYTECH Daylight series of Panerai watches in celebration of his movie titled similarly. 
In 1997, Vendome Luxury Group bought up Panerai and continues to expand the coveted line of watches to fans and customers. In the PRE-VENDOME period, Panerai had produced as many as 1828 watches. And over the next five years, under Richemont, the company went on to bring out over 90,000 Panerai watches. 
Panerai watches have always been a class apart, and have been telling time stylishly in the whole of its century-long existence. Inspirational and innovative in the truest sense, this line of XXL watches has inspired many of its contemporaries to take cue and follow this successful path. As one of the first brands to inculcate several outstanding features into one timepiece, Panerai has been a trend-setter all the way.
