If you can get creative with the time spent on the internet, there are several ways you can earn money too. You can spin money of the web in two main ways. simultaneously earny money with a program like MyLot. 

The next category of money-earner options online are referral programs. Companies give you offers to join and then make your friends join too. The larger the chain, the more you stand to earn as a percentage of the earning of your friends goes to you. The money flows up the tree in this case.

If you have a website or blog of your own, it is a good idea to make it generate money with widgets and banners given by companies. For example, google gives you adsense or a site may give you a small banner. When visitors to your site click on this adverts and banners, you stand to earn. Blogging has become a good money generator lately. If you can set up a blog on a subject or daily posts that suddenly begins to attract hordes of other surfers visitors on a daily basis, companies will be willing to place their adverts on your blogs. Some of these blogs or attract sponsorship from commercial, cultural and social groups to popularize their cause.

If you can wield the pen, you can make your writing pay. There are many forum that offer you money for each original posting of a particular number of words. If you can write more and have a knack for spinning out features and articles, you can freelance for online publications too. In some cases the publication will pay you directly for the article submitted while, in other cases, they will pay you according to the first 1,000 hits on your article once it has been put online.

If you take writing to the next level and can write books then, online publishing is for you. E-books do not require investments like a regular paper book would. Now, you write your book, upload it and get paid according to the number of people who buy your book and download it. Check out lulu.com and pothi.com who can help you in this task.

Taking surveys is also a good way to earn a little money. Market research has developed as a specific field of expertise. Survey sites now maintain databases of companies requiring customer views and feedback on products and services. These sites then, pay you for giving information via surveys which they later sell to the company.
