US Virgin Islands
In the U.S. Virgin Islands it may seem to be “summer” all the time because the temperatures remain in the warm-to-hot range most of the year. There is a better chance for rain in the fall of the year and most days the showers are short-lived. Any month is a great time to visit these Caribbean islands.
The consistent weather is one of the great attractions in the Virgin Islands, along with the many enjoyable activities, great beaches and beautiful scenery. You can enjoy the traditional fresh fish from a local seller one day and a fast-food sandwich the next.

Clothing styles vary as well, though jeans, shorts, T-shirts and polo-style shirts in the U.S. style are common. 
Of course, with the Caribbean Sea just outside your door, you should consider snorkeling, scuba diving, fishing and sailing as primary vacation activities. There are several excellent beaches on which to spend a few lazy hours as well. Be advised that the general population here is rather conservative, so prepare for your beach experience accordingly.

The U.S. dollar is widely accepted, as are major credit cards. Access to cash is generally no problem, as automatic teller machines (ATMs) are found in several locations. Your general plans should include the major holidays that U.S. citizens are familiar with, in addition to a few that are observed on the islands. For example, July 3 is Virgin Islands Emancipation Day and November 1 is Liberty Day or D. Hamilton Jackson Day. Ask about “mocko jumbies,” the costumed stilt dancers often found in parades and festivals, and other traditional activities associated with some of the holidays.

Seek out the local culture, food and drinks to make your Virgin Islands visit memorable. You may hear quelbe, a local music and dance style played by a scratch band or and eat some of the local fruit.
