Tel Aviv
Founded in 1909 as the Jewish city near the famous Jaffa port, Tel’ Aviv is currently the largest city of Israel, with the population of over million souls. Mistaken by some as the country capital, it nevertheless offers various attractions – museums and historical sites, beaches, restaurants and most notable, night life. Explore this Israeli version of “city that never sleeps”, choosing from a wide-range selection of pubs, bars, restaurants and night clubs – fashionable and plain, noisy and romantic, cheap and expensive. You will definitely enjoy your stay in one of the luxurious hotels, located at the shore of the located at the shore of the Mediterranean Sea – the perspective of everyday morning swim is thrilling. 

Jaffa

Jaffa is one of the main ports of ancient Israel and one of the most ancient continuously occupied cities of the world. Legend says that Noah has constructed his ark in this place. Although it became part of Tel’-Aviv – Jaffa joint municipality, Old Jaffa, have retained its own style. Come and feel the mood of this big tourist and art center – visit one of numerous Mediterranean-cuisine restaurants, spend time in exciting art gallery, or make you bid at a noisy marketplace. Either wat the experience is unforgettable. Even the population of Jaffa will impress you - artists, musicians, sculptors and other “people of creation” reside here, making a trip to Jaffa really enriching.
Acre (Akko)
Acre, also called Akko, is located in the Northern area of Israeli Mediteranean coastline. 

Napoleon have besieged it, the crusaders have been here, as well as mamluks and Ottomans. Now it’s your turn to visit this ancient harbor and flourishing trade outpost in Antique times, which nowadays has become a major historical attraction, also renowned for its formidable fish restaurants. Enjoy your meal – and then take a walk on the wide walls of the famous Akko castle benefiting from a pleasant view of the sea, enter the renowned hammam (Turkish bath) or visit one of the beautiful mosques.

The Jezzar Pasha Mosque
Mosque of Jezzar Pasha, also nicknamed "the White mosque” based on walls color visible from apart, is one of the largest and beautiful mosques in Israel. The mosque has been constructed in 1745 replacing the remains of Tamplier Church by the governor el Jezaar (butcher) Pasha, intended to show power of Al-Jezzar and his capital – the city of Акко. The Pasha was buried here in 1804. Do not overlook this remarkable piece of architecture which has been constructed to resemble the largest mosques of Istanbul. Expert architects were invited from Greece and Cyprus and the granite for columns have been brought from Caesarea to create this white-walled marvel. Beautiful courtyard surrounds the mosque, concluding the magnificent interior of this notable tourist attraction.
Eilat
Eilat is the most southern city of Israel. This modern port is the Israel passage to the Red Sea and the Indian Ocean. Warm winter and spectacular underwater world, together with direct charter flights from Europe have turned Eilat into famous international resort, visited by thousand of both local and international tourist throughout the year. Become one of Eilat’s guests and enjoy beautiful beaches and luxury hotels, fashionable restaurants and spectacular disco parties! Experience various water-sport activities or take a glass-bottom boat trip and get impressed with magnificent corals and the beauty of underwater world which you will never forget!
Timna Valley Park
Timna Valley Park – Israel's Negev Desert National Park is located 30 kilometers from Eilat. If the latter is part of your vacation plans - and it should be! – spend a day and visit the Timna Park, which is famous for sandstone formations, believed to have been created in a natural way. The amazing “natural statues” are called "Pillars of King Solomon," "cucumber", "arch" and "The Sleeping Lion" – the names speaking for themselves. Don’t forget – this is also a place of historical significance, as Timna Park is one of the world oldest copper mines, believed to continuously function since as early as 4000 BC. Preserved by the nature in an unbelievable way, there are multiple abandoned mines with mining shaft remains clearly visible, as well as rock carvings and remains of ancient Egyptian Temple. 
Jerusalem
Jerusalem is the capital of Israel and simply a must-place to visit. One of the oldest cities in the world, Jerusalem is the holiest city of two religions - Judaism and Christianity – and also is of great significance to Muslims, becoming one of the most sacred cities in the world. The list of city attractions is pretty long: the Temple Mount, the Western Wall, the Church of the Holy Sepulchre and the al-Aqsa Mosque... But Jerusalem is not just about history. Take your partner for a romantic walk – and you will be overwhelmed with fabulous views of the ancient city. Opt for a dinner – and be impressed with the best chefs in luxury restaurants. Stay for a night – and be amazed by the hospitality of local hotels. 
Latrun
Latrun is a geographic region, located about 15 km West of Jerusalem. According to ethymology, Le Thoron de Chevaille (castle of Knight) was the residence of one of the crusader knights in the Middle Ages. The area currently features the Latroun Monastery of the Virgin, founded in 1890 by Trappist monastic order. You should definitely pay a visit to this monastery, renown for it’s quality wine – don’t forget to buy a bottle or two, the prices are very affordable –as well as attend two notable museums, located nearby. The Israeli Armored Forces museum tells you the spectacular stories of Israeli soldier heroics and the Mini-Israel is a real fun for both young and old, presenting all the major attractions of the state in miniature.
Nazareth
Nazareth is honored by the Christian World as the city where Jesus grew up. When you visit Nazareth, you will notice many churches that are located in this Galilee city, including the largest church in the Middle East – the Church of the Annunciation, located in the city center. The temple stands in the place, where Christians believe angel Gabriel appeared before Mary, telling about the birth of Christ. 
Nazareth is also a major city in today’s Galilee – regarded as the “Arab Capital of Israel”, the city also features many noteworthy mosques, the oldest of which is the White Mosque.

Nazareth Village 

Nazareth Village is a unique historical interactive museum, located 2km from Nazareth. It is a complete village that acts as a museum, depicting the ordinary life about 2000 years ago – the times Jesus Christ lived in this land. You will be amazed with the buildings and the nature that are designed to resemble the life in first century BC – houses and courtyards, wineries and olive presses, stone doorways and oil lamps, inhabitant’s outfit and food. This is a great place to learn and experience the life in Galilee in ancient times – or just to spend a beautiful sunny day out.
Caesarea
In 1st century BC a small city referred as Straton’s Tower was completely reconstructed under the rule of Herod the Great, who had also named it after the Roman emperor (Caesar) Octavian Augustus. Caesarea was transformed into large sea port and administrative centre of Judae province. Recent archeological excavations revealed the remains of aqueduct and other structures and of a Roman city. The ancient port was left almost un-touched by the nature. Start the visit to Caesarea in daytime and examine those archaeological findings as well as the amphitheatre – which is still used for concerts. Watch the sunset during a walk between the ruins of a castle and conclude your stay with a delicious dinner in nearby restaurant. 
Rally museum
This notable private art museum, located near Caesarea, holds an outstanding private collection, of paintings by Latin American artists. It is a unique building, constructed especially for the exhibition with a number of imaginative ideas and creative architectural decisions. The department of history Caesarea is represented here in conjunction with most permanent and part-time exhibitions of artists of all over the world, selected according to the museum owner’s taste. The gallery on the second floor presents several famous works of the great Salvador Dali. In short, visiting Rally museum is a must for a true art fan.
Haifa
Haifa is the northern capital of Israel, and its third largest city. City of workers, Haifa hosts a major port and a large chemicals factory. The green city is recognized worldwide as the center of Bahai religion - the Bahai gardens and Temple being a marvelous oasis in the midst of modern architecture. Among the museums, the technology museum must be noted as well as the museum of Japanese art, located close to the Luis Promenade – the ideal place for an hour-long breakaway. Another option for a romantic evening is the recently renovated German Colony quarter, with cozy restaurants that offer quality meal for very affordable price. And of course, being located at seashore, Haifa features several beautiful beaches, with stylish hotels located nearby.
Atlit

Atlit, founded in 1903 by Baron Rotschild is a small municipality near Haifa located at the feet of Mount Carmel. Overlooked by many tourists, it is in fact fascinating place that held some remarkable stories. Here is one of them: agrarian experiments station was founded here by the botanist Aharon Aharonson, in 1906. Being one of the founders of “NILI” (spying group, who helped the British forces during WWI), Aharonson uses the station as a NILI base, communicating with British boats via “pigeon mail”. The disguise was discovered completely by mistake, as one of the pigeons that carried a message has landed in the courtyard of local Ottoman military commander. Want to know more? Visit Atlit! 
Dead Sea

Dead Sea is the lowest site of a land on the Earth: it is on 420 meters below a sea level with unique mineralogical structure.
