Affiliate programs are another way to make money blogging. Unlike joining an ad network, where the ads change constantly, joining an affiliate program puts a fixed ad onto your site. The business with which you are affiliated will give you a commission on sales that come to them through your site. Affiliate programs that are a good fit with a blog in terms of style and interests can work well. A poor "fit" between blog and affiliate program will probably earn little or nothing.

Blogging for a living is definitely possible. It requires the hard work necessary to attract new and repeat visitors. From there, ad networks, affiliate programs, or other money making techniques can turn your passion into a career.
