This fabric is breathable which makes it an excellent choice for not only children clothing, but for adults too. Most of the regular fabrics are not breathable, hence leading to a number of skin-related problems such as itching, rashes, etc. Moreover, hemp is cheap to grow and can easily be converted into fabric. Literally, hemp is a weed. Hence, it does not require fertilizers for growing. Also, it much easier to sustain this crop when compared to other high maintenance crops like cotton.
Eco-friendly clothing is advantageous over regular fabric clothing since children have more porous skin when compared to adults. Also, they will be exposed to lesser amounts of toxin and pesticides.
