There are specialty car conversion facilities that can convert your gas powered car to run on electricity. It costs around $5,000, which is easier to imagine than $100,000 for a Tesla, but that’s still quite a bit of money to sink into a car – particularly an older model.

But another choice is available to those who aren’t afraid of putting some “sweat equity” into their vehicle. A premade conversion guide lets you turn your ordinary car into an electric powered vehicle. Using parts that you can purchase secondhand, you can make the car you already have run on electricity.

With the necessary parts and equipment, detailed instruction, and a willingness to work, you can convert your gas powered car to an electric powered car for about 10% of what you’d pay someone else to convert it for you.
