Amazing Payouts at Foxwoods World Poker Finals

It was an amazing seven day tournament of the World Poker Tour (WPT) season 7 in Foxwoods casino, Mashantucket, Connecticut held during the period Wednesday, November 5, 2008 to Tuesday, November 11, 2008. It was held in a grandeur style with excitements and thumbing noises all around. The buy in was a moderate $10,000 with 412 entries competing to grab away the total prize pool of $3,876,508 in 50 payouts.
With a winning hand of Ac Qh Jonathan little got away with the huge prize money of $1, 120, 310 and also his second world title. In fact Jonathan Jaffe limped in the final hand and Jonathan Little checked with a superior hand and option. Little was in a dominating position with Ac Qh to Jaffe’s Ah 10d.  The final board dashed all hopes for Jaffe when it read 8c 6s 8d Kd Qd. After the superior and exciting battle, Jaffe placed at second position winning &670,636. Tabling the brilliant hand Little has raised his chip levels over the contestant Jaffe. In level 30, it was a luck only saved Little. In fact Little got a saving draw from a position of Js 10s 2c flop and at this right time 9s turned and he got the any spade any queen draw. The Q fell on the river to get the chip lead over Jaffe and Little doubled up again with his trump cards favoring him. 
In the board Little made the call with Ah 3d and it was Jaffe who was in dominant position with Ad Jc. Jaffe could double with the next board Kh 7s 2h 10c 5d and the epic match continued with potential players fighting out tooth and nail. In level 29, the direct fight between Jaffe and Little was interesting. Jaffe was leading the chips. Little got off the table with Js 10c and Jaffe gave a real breakthrough call ahead with Ah 3d. Then the 10h 6h 4h came down making the Little to flop a pair and then Jaffe just needed only a heart to capture the leading position.  The turn was Qc and Kd was the river. Jaffe had the lead with $8 million to $4.3 million for Little in chips. 
With poker fans watching directly viewing the title tour and with millions of people watching live the exciting tour displayed the last four in the final table as follows. 3rd place Charles Marchese $337,256; 4th place David Pham $240,344; 5th place Jack Schanbacher $182,196 and 6th place Mike Matusow $124,048.
