Five Diamond World Poker Classic – A fantastic tribute to Doyle Brunson

World Poker Series had placed a fantastic tribute to renowned Doyle F. Brunson, an iconic professional poker player. The tour was a 7 day event during 13th December 2008 to 19th December 2008 at Bellagio Casino, Las Vegas. The live plays were frantically viewed by millions directly and through live internet and TV telecasts. With an overwhelming 497 entries carrying buy-in of $15,000, the tour was exciting and rejoicing to the players as well to the viewers. The total prize money was a huge $7,231,350 in 100 payouts. 
David Rheem got lead in his hands with A 6 3 flop. Justin Young had a call with A 3 and Rheem had a flush draw with T 4. It was very dissatisfying for Rheem’s fans. In the table when young held Q 5, Rheem got it in at Q 8 3 flop. Kd Kc was the amazing hand winning Rheem the coveted position. The pair of kings won the crown for Rheem on a 9 turn and 2 river. 
It was Young who led the table until Rheem got favorable hands in the closing tables. Young could get chip leads for a Jd Th 7s flop while Rheem had As Ks. Qh Td of lion had done miracle with 3c turn and 5s river. At this time young had $13 million and Rheem $9 million. 
In level 28, Rheem started taking lead.  Rheem called into the Ks 7d 3d flop. Young could make $3 million on top and Rheem shoved. Rheem then come out with Ad 4d flush draw. 6s 5c 2h flop invited check from Rheem just before a bet of $250k from Young. With thunderous applauses from the audiences Rheem had a turn Ks, The 2c river forced Rheem to roll over. 6 showed by Young led to a high profile competition. 
In the day 3, Rheem started his dream run by routing out McNiffs. Rheem dominated with Ah 9h against Ad Jh of McNiffs. He cemented his position with As &c &h flop. When the 9d came, he had taken an unbelievable lead. The 3c river was enough for Rheem to get $5.5 million at that level. McNiff had only $1 million chips. 
The last table had six players and at the end of the day, the final table read in the order David Rheem($1,538,730), Justin Young ($936,760), Evan McNiff ($540,440), Steve Sung ($396,205), Amnon Filippi ($288,235) and Hoyt Corkins ($216,175). The tremendous enthusiasm generated among the audience was so high that they thumped and celebrated exotically on the Rheem’s crown.
